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SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Preparation of Financial Statements

These financial statements have been prepared to comply with Accounting Principles Generally accepted in India (Indian
GAAP), the Accounting Standards notified under the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (‘GAAP’) requires
judgment, estimates and assumptions to be made that affect the reported amount of assets and liabilities and the disclosure of
contingent liabilities on the date of the financial statements and the reported amount of revenues and expenses during the reporting
period. Difference between the actual results and estimates are recognised in the period in which the results are known/ materialised.
The management believes that the estimates used in the prepration of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

Fixed Assets

Fixed Assets are stated at cost, less accumulated depreciation and impairment loss, if any.
Capital Work-in-progress is stated at the amount incurred upto the date of Balance Sheet.

Depreciation

Depreciation on fixed assets is provided on straight line method at the rates derived in the manner prescribed in Schedule 11 to the
Companies Act, 2013 over their useful life.

Revenue Recognition

The Company follows mercantile system of accounting and recognises significant items of income and expenditure on accrual
basis.

Borrowing Costs

Borrowing costs that are attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets are capitalised as part of the cost of
such assets. A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use. All other
borrowing costs are charged to Statement of Profit and Loss.

Current Tax and Deferred Tax

Provision for Current tax is made after taking into consideration benefits admissible under the provisions of the Income Tax Act,
1961. Deferred Tax resulting from “timing difference” between book and taxable profit is accounted for using the tax rates and laws
that are enacted or substantively enacted as on the balance sheet date. The deferred tax asset is recognised and carried forward only
to the extent that there is a reasonable or virtual certainty that the assets will be realized in future.

Provision, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

Provisions involving substantial degree of estimation in measurement are recognised when there is a present obligation as a result
of past events and it is probable that there will be an outflow of resources. Contingent Liabilities are not recognised but are
disclosed in the notes. Contingent Assets are neither recognised nor disclosed in the financial statements.

Rights, Preferences and Restrictions attached to shares

The Equity Shareholder is eligible for one vote per share held. The dividend proposed, if any, by the Board of Directors is subject
to the approval of the shareholders in the Annual General Meeting, except in case of interim dividend. In the event of liquidation,
the equity shareholders are eligible to receive the remaining assets of the Company after distribution of all preferential amount, in
proportion to their shareholding.

The Preference Shares shall carry a preferential right over the Equity shares of the Company as regards to payment of dividend
and repayment of capital, in the event of winding-up of the Company. The dividend proposed, if any, by the Board of Directors
is subject to the approval of the shareholders in the Annual General Meeting.

Of the above Class A equity shares 1 00 00 000 (Previous year 1 00 00 000) are held by Reliance Commercial Land &
Infrastructure Limited the Holding Company.

All the above 64 800 fully paid Preference Shares (Previous year 64 800) and 60 000 fully paid Preference Shares (Previous Year
60 000) are held by Reliance Industries Limited, the Ultimate Holding Company.

The Company (issuer) & Preference-holder will have an option for early conversion at any time after allotment of the Preference
Shares by giving one month notice to the Company. The conversion will be based on higher of book value or face value as at
March 31, 2015.The equity shares arising out of conversion of the Preference Shares will rank pari passu in all respects with the
then outstanding equity shares of the Company on the date of such conversion, except for dividend, which if declared, shall be
paid on pro-rata basis from the date of allotment of such Equity Shares.
