A. CORPORATE INFORMATION

Dronagiri Funde North Infra Limited ['the company'] is a limited company incorporated in India. The
registered office of the Company is located at 604, 6th floor, Maker Chambers |V, 222, Nariman Point,
Mumbai -400021 The Company's objective is to mainly engaged in activities of Real Estate,
Infrastructure Development and Manufacturing of Electronics and related components.

MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

B.1 Basis of Preparation and Presentation
The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except for financial assets and
financial liabilities which have been measured at fair value amount.

The Financial Statements of the Company have been prepared to comply with the Indian Accounting
standards (‘Ind AS’), including the Rules notified under the relevant provisions of the Companies Act,
2013, (as amended from time to time) and Presentation and disclosure requirements of Division Il of
Schedule Ill to the Companies Act, 2013, (Ind AS Compliant Schedule Ill) as amended from time to time.
The Company follows indirect method prescribed in Ind AS 7 — Statement of Cash Flows for presentation
of its cash flows.

The Company’s financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees (%), which is its functional currency
and all values are rounded to the nearest hundred (% 00) except when otherwise indicated.

B.2 SUMMARY OF MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

(a) Current and Non-Current Classification

The Company presents assets and liabilities in the Balance Sheet based on Current/ Non-Current
classification co nsidering an operating cycle of 12 months being the time elapsed between deployment of
resources and the realisation in cash and cash equivalents there-against.

(b) Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, Plant and Equipment are stated at cost, net of recoverable taxes, trade discount and rebates less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any.

Other Indirect Expenses incurred relating to project, net of income earned during the project development
stage prior to its intended use, are considered as pre-operative expenses and disclosed under Capital
Work-in-Progress.

The residual values, useful lives and methods of depreciation of Property, Plant and Equipment are
reviewed at each financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

(c) Provisions and Contingent Liabilities
The Company exercises significant judgement in identification of and estimation of the amounts of
provisions and contingent liabilities. These provisions and contingent liabilities are reviewed at the end of
each reporting period and are adjusted to reflect the current best estimates.

(d) Current Tax and Deferred Tax
The tax expenses for the period comprise of current tax and deferred tax. The Company exercises
judgment in computation of current tax considering the relevant rulings and reassesses the carrying
amount of deferred tax assets at the end of each reporting period.

(e) Financial instruments

i) Financial Assets
Purchase and sale of Financial Assets are recognised using trade date accounting. Trade receivables that
do not contain a significant financing component are measured at transaction price.

In accordance with Ind AS 109, the Company uses ‘Expected Credit Loss’ (ECL) model, for evaluating
impairment assessment of financial assets other than those measured at fair value through profit and loss
(FVTPL).

Expected credit losses are measured through a loss allowance at an amount equal to:

» The 12-months expected credit losses (expected credit losses that result from those default events on the
financial instrument that are possible within 12 months after the reporting date); or

« Full lifetime expected credit losses (expected credit losses that result from all possible default events over
the life of the financial instrument)

For trade receivables company applies ‘simplified approach’ which requires expected lifetime losses to be
recognised from initial recognition of the receivables. Further the company uses historical default rates to
determine impairment loss on the portfolio of trade receivables. At every reporting date these historical
default rates are reviewed and changes in the forward looking estimates are analysed. For other assets,
the company uses 12 month ECL to provide for impairment loss where there is no significant increase in
credit risk. If there is significant increase in credit risk full lifetime ECL is used.

ii) Financial liabilities

For trade and other payables maturing within one year from the balance sheet date, the carrying amounts
are determined to approximate fair value due to the short maturity of these instruments.

(f) Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise of cash at banks that are readily convertible to known amounts of
cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

C. CRITICAL ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS AND KEY SOURCES OF ESTIMATION UNCERTAINTY:
The preparation of the Company’'s financial statements requires management to make judgement,
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amount of revenue, expenses, assets and liabilities
and the accompanying disclosures. Uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could result in
outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying amount of assets or liabilities affected in next
financial years.

A) PROPERTY PLANT AND EQUIPMENT

Estimates are involved in determining the cost attributable to bringing the assets to the location and
condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner intended by the management. Property,
Plant and Equipment are depreciated over their estimated useful life, after taking into account estimated
residual value. Management reviews the estimated useful life and residual values of the assets annually in
order to determine the amount of depreciation to be recorded during any reporting period. The useful life
and residual values are based on the Company’s historical experience with similar assets and take into
account anticipated technological and future risks. The depreciation for future periods is revised if there
are significant changes from previous estimates.

B) PROVISIONS

The timing of recognition and quantification of the liability (including litigations) requires the application of
judgement to existing facts and circumstances, which can be subject to change. The carrying amounts of
provisions and liabilities are reviewed regularly and revised to take account of changing facts and
circumstances.

C) IMPAIRMENT OF FINANCIAL ASSETS

The impairment provisions for Financial Assets are based on assumptions about risk of default and
expected cash loss rates. The Company uses judgement in making these assumptions and selecting the
inputs to the impairment calculation, based on Company’s past history, existing market conditions as well
as forward-looking estimates at the end of each reporting period.
